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General Marking Instructions

Introduction

Mark schemes are intended to ensure that the GCSE examinations are marked consistently
and fairly. The mark schemes provide markers with an indication of the nature and range of
candidates’ responses likely to be worthy of credit. They also set out the criteria which they
should apply in allocating marks to candidates’ responses. The mark schemes should be read
in conjunction with these general marking instructions.

Assessment Objectives
Below are the assessment objectives for Gaeilge:

+ Speak to communicate clearly and purposefully; structure and
sustain talk, adapting it to different situations and audiences.

« Evaluate the impact of spoken language choices in their own and
others’ use.

AO2 Reading

* Read and understand texts, selecting material appropriate to
purpose, collating from different sources and making comparisons
and cross-references as appropriate.

* Develop and sustain interpretations of writers’ ideas and
perspectives.

* Explain and evaluate how writers use linguistic, structural and
presentational features to achieve effects and to engage and
influence the reader.

AO3 Writing

and adapting forms and selecting vocabulary appropriate to task
and purpose in ways that engage the reader.

Quality of candidates’ responses

In marking the examination papers, examiners should be looking for a quality of response
reflecting the level of maturity which may reasonably be expected of a 16-year-old which is the
age at which the majority of candidates sit their GCSE examinations.

Flexibility in marking

Mark schemes are not intended to be totally prescriptive. No mark scheme can cover all the
responses which candidates may produce. In the event of unanticipated answers, examiners
are expected to use their professional judgement to assess the validity of answers. If an
answer is particularly problematic, then examiners should seek the guidance of the Supervising
Examiner.

Positive marking

Examiners are encouraged to be positive in their marking, giving appropriate credit for what
candidates know, understand and can do rather than penalising candidates for errors or
omissions. Examiners should make use of the whole of the available mark range for any
particular question and be prepared to award full marks for a response which is as good as
might reasonably be expected of a 16-year-old GCSE candidate.

Awarding zero marks
Marks should only be awarded for valid responses and no marks should be awarded for an
answer which is completely incorrect or inappropriate.

Types of mark schemes

Mark schemes for tasks or questions which require candidates to respond in extended written
form are marked on the basis of levels of response which take account of the quality of written
communication. This is achieved through a four-band mark scheme which includes a zero.

Other questions which require only short answers are marked on a point for point basis with
marks awarded for each valid piece of information provided.

Levels of response

Tasks and questions requiring candidates to respond in extended writing are marked in terms of
levels of response. In deciding which level of response to award, examiners should look for the
‘best fit’ bearing in mind that weakness in one area may be compensated for by strength in
another. In deciding which mark within a particular level to award to any response, examiners
are expected to use their professional judgement. The following guidance is provided to assist
examiners.

e Threshold performance: Response which just merits inclusion in the level and should be
awarded a mark at or near the bottom of the range.

* Intermediate performance: Response which clearly merits inclusion in the level and
should be awarded a mark at or near the middle of the range.

* High performance: Response which fully satisfies the level description and should be
awarded a mark at or near the top of the range.

*  Quality of written communication: Quality of written communication is taken into
account in assessing candidates’ responses to all tasks and questions that require them
to respond in extended written form. These tasks and questions are marked on the basis
of levels of response. The description for each level of response includes reference to the
quality of written communication.

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Guidance on Controlled Assessment

There are now more controls around internal assessment within GCSEs. Internal assessment
will now be referred to as Controlled Assessment. Levels of control are set for each of the three
processes involved in controlled assessment. The three processes are:

« task setting: ensures that tasks are valid and reliable by making them less predictable
and formulaic;

» task taking: conditions under which tasks are taken — addresses issues of authenticity;
and

« task marking: ensures high quality judgments in assessment.

For each of the above processes, different levels of control are possible. These are defined as
high, medium and limited/low, e.g. a high level of control for each process would be very similar
to an existing examination. The result is that within any subject, varying levels of control are
likely to be required across the three processes.

The candidate has some command of idiom
and vocabulary while control can be variable. Grammatical errors are
more frequent where more complex language is used. Pronunciation and
intonation are satisfactory.

The candidate demonstrates some problems with comprehension; some
repetition and rephrasing of questions is required. Developing roles

can be more challenging for the candidate. The candidate shows some
adaptation to the situation with language choices and engages to some
degree with the audience. The candidate has limited command of idiom
and vocabulary. There are frequent errors and variable control of basic
structures. Pronunciation and intonation are fair.

The candidate presents little or no information, views, arguments and
insights. The candidate’s responses are minimal. The development of
roles is basic. An attempt may be made to convey a message, with brief,
sometime hesitant, responses. Adaptations to language choices are
difficult and the candidate makes some engagement with the audience.
The candidate shows restricted command of idiom and vocabulary. There
is a high frequency of grammatical errors and little or almost no control of
basic structures. Pronunciation and intonation are very limited.
