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Stories can be structured using blocks which are sequenced. You can use as many blocks as you need. Here is an example of structure used in 
Jack and the Beanstalk:
Jack and his mother are very poor. Jack takes their only cow to sell at market to buy food for him and his mother.
Jack meets a stranger and swaps the cow for 5 beans.
When Jack arrives home his mother is very angry and throws the beans out the window.


By the next morning the beans had grown into a giant beanstalk. Which Jack climbed to reach a magical land in the sky.
Jack met a giant ogre who tried to catch him.
Jack escaped back down the beanstalk before chopping it down.
As the beanstalk feel to the ground a bag of gold appeared to fall from the sky. Jack and his mother weren’t poor anymore. 



Choose your own fairy story and try to structure the story using sequences blocks. You can use as many blocks as you need. 
Use the blocks to record the main details of the plot. Then move them around to work out how you want to structure the story. 











Next, use the sequence blocks to record the main details of the plot of your own story. Then move them around to work out how you want to structure your story. Remember, decisions about structure affect not only on plot, but how characters are presented to and received by the reader. Remember, you are the writer, the creator – you are in charge of how your reader feels about it all.
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
